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Seeking the Truth 

 
Jesus said, “…I am the way, THE TRUTH, and the life: no man cometh unto the 

Father, but by Me” (John 14:6).  We discover in this verse that TRUTH IS A PERSON—
Jesus Christ!  If we are in pursuit of the Truth, then we are looking for a closer 
relationship with Jesus!  The Holy Bible is Jesus Christ in writing.  To seek the truth 
means we must strive to live by every word of God.  And if we are going to understand 
TRUTH, we must realize that, “…Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word 
that proceedeth out of the mouth of God” (Matt. 4:4).  Understanding THE TRUTH 
means coming to KNOW JESUS; we must live by Him—the Holy Bible (John 6:57).  As 
we seek to know TRUTH, we are building a closer connection with Jesus! 

 
In this relationship we learn, “…that no prophecy [or instruction] of the scripture is 

of any private interpretation” (II Pet. 1:20).  Respect is the cornerstone of any 
relationship.  We must respect Jesus—the Word of God and allow Him to reveal Himself 
to us!  Jesus Christ is the only being worthy to open the Holy Bible to our understanding 
(Rev. 5:5).  Humility and respect are the keys to seeking TRUTH.  If we do not respect 
Jesus, He will not reveal Himself to us.  “…To this man will I look, even to him that is 
poor and of a contrite spirit, and trembleth at My word” (Isa. 66:2).   We must never 
allow ourselves to interpret the Word of God—THE TRUTH!  Jesus does this little by 
little as we draw nearer to Him.  “…The word of the LORD was unto them precept upon 
precept, precept upon precept; line upon line, line upon line; here a little, and there a 
little…” (Isa. 28:13).  TRUTH is not complicated, He is just hidden from those who think 
themselves so wise and prudent (Matt. 11:25)! 

 
In our quest for The Truth, it is the Holy Spirit that will lead us into all truth.  

“Howbeit when He, the Spirit of truth [the Spirit of Jesus and the Father], is come, He 
will guide you into all truth: for He shall not speak of Himself; but whatsoever He shall 
hear, that shall He speak: and He will show you things to come.  He shall glorify Me 
[Jesus]: for He shall receive of Mine, and shall show it unto you” (John 16:13-14).   

 
Ask God to guide you through His Holy Spirit so you can grow in the grace and
